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2026 POLICIES FOR MOTORCOACH TRAVEL 
 
 
1. Tour Pricing Policy 
All tours are based on a minimum number of paying participants (as stated in the Contract). When those minimum numbers are not 
met, Good News Travels reserves the right to adjust inclusions or increase the per participant tour price.   
 
2. Cancelled Tours.  In the event of a complete tour cancellation, cancellation penalties and non-refundable airfare deposits will be 
imposed on all passengers with current bookings as listed in section 4 and 5 below.  Additionally, if a triggering event in section 3 
occurs and the Group Leader declines to postpone or reroute the tour, all currently booked passengers will receive the choice of a 
travel credit or a cash refund less an administrative fee to compensate GNT for the time and expense to plan and book the tour, an 
accounting of which will not be required.  Group Leaders should note that individual passengers with past due accounts may be billed 
for any unpaid amount so that Good News Travels may recoup the full amount due at cancellation.   
 
3. Postponed / Rerouted Tours.  In the event (1) the US State Department issues an official Travel Warning following a terrorist 
attack against US interests, (2) the CDC issues a DO NOT Travel Advisory or a state or local government imposes travel restrictions 
related to a pandemic, or (3) there is a weather event and said warning, advisory or event occurs in the primary area to be visited and 
causes the tour to be impossible to carry out due to circumstances beyond the parties control, then the Group Leader will be offered at 
Good News Travel’s discretion a rerouted itinerary of comparable value, or the same itinerary on a postponed date.  If the Group 
Leader declines this offer, Good News Travels will impose a per person cancellation fee.  This fee is not a penalty but compensates for 
administrative services rendered and out of pocket costs incurred, an accounting of which will not be required.  Passengers who refuse 
the re-routed or rescheduled tour will receive a credit for future travel or may sell/donate/transfer their seat to another eligible 
participant.   
 
4. Cancellations by Individual Passengers 
An individual tour participant may cancel their booking without penalty up to 90 days prior to departure. Cancellations 89 days or fewer 
are subject to cancellation penalties as outlined below.  Nonrefundable tour elements include online booking fees, credit card 
processing fees, tour elements noted on the Contract as “non-refundable”.  These are not considered penalties and will 
not be refunded at any time.  
 
If, as a result of individual cancellations, the number of tour participants falls below the minimum requirement, Good News Travels 
reserves the right to adjust the per person tour price.  Each participant must pay the per person rate associated with the type of room 
submitted on the required rooming list.  Cancellations may require additional monies be paid by the remaining roommates; for this 
reason, participants are encouraged to transfer their seat to an approved replacement to avoid increased costs to others.  Refunds are 
not given during a tour for no shows, or for attractions, meals, etc. that an individual participant does not use.  Cash meal allowances 
will not be distributed to anyone other than the participant. 
 
Cancellation notices must be sent by the Group Leader or passenger/responsible party via the online registration system OR by email to 
reservations@goodnewstravels.com, and dates are calculated from the receipt of this notice.

5.  Cancellation Due to Nonpayment 
If no payment has been made on a passenger's account at 60 days prior to departure, Good News Travels reserves the right to cancel 
the passenger’s registration. If the passenger wishes to re-register, they must pay in full at that time. 
  
Also, any passenger that has an outstanding balance 45 days prior to departure will be provided notice and if full payment is not 
received within 24 hours, their reservation will be automatically cancelled, and no refunds will be given per the cancellation policy 
above. 
 
6.  Travel Protection Plans. Travel Protection is available as an add on, and is strongly encouraged to protect against cancellation 
penalties and trip interruption. Passengers will be offered a policy at the time of registration, and can choose or decline coverage at any 
time before final payment is made.
